This painting gives the viewer a strong sense of narrative and context
for the group of figures through the expert line work in the race car in
the foreground. Light watercolor washes complement the sunlit faces
to create a mood of lightheartedness and joy. The expert use of
perspective and overlapping shapes adds to this unique and creative
style of portraiture. Great job.

2D First Place: “Penski’'s Men”,
Alan Nies

This expertly rendered colored pencil portrait is a little gem. It
is powerful and mysterious, immediately creating a mood. The
viewer senses a fascinating story from this commanding closeup
view of a masked person. Foremost is the striking contrast
between the hard edges and cool colors of the metal mask and
the warm colors of the human face and soft delicate contours of
the eye. An exceptional work.

DASecond PIace:“THe
Watcher”, Vicky Vickery
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This portrayal of a calm water-filled landscape is punctuated by
contrasting textures and shapes of foliage in warm and cool
greens and neutrals. A horizontal orientation and directional
lines of floating sticks, leaves, and a large feather lead the eye
around the painting and create a peaceful mood. A reward for
the careful observer is the discovery of subtle leaf shapes just
below the water's surface on the left side of the painting. This is

a creative and intriguing landscape.
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Photograpy First Place:
“Dogbane Beetle”, Craig Leaper

This photo uses dramatic color, exciting contrasts in texture, and
strong composition for its larger-than-life subject. The viewer is also
engaged by the beetle's close attention to the leaf and might create a
story about where the beetle is going next.

Photography Second Place:
“Golden”, Craig Leaper

This compelling "up close and personal” view of a Golden
Eagle catches the viewer's eye immediately. The bird fills the
frame with an unusual pose at an angle to the viewer, and the
eyes and beak are in sharp focus closest to the viewer, all of
which suggests a powerful animal that commands respect. The
limited color palette of the bird's feathers allows the sunlight to
be the key player in defining the feathers and contours of the

animal. This regal portrait reminds us of the strength,
complexity and diversity of the natural world. Nice work.

This three-dimensional art stands out for its use of natural materials
arranged in a design that is graceful and poetic. This is a fun piece full
of interesting textures. The careful placement of small pieces of

color woven into the nest adds interest. Nicely done.

3D First Place:“lf | Were a
Swallow”, Janice Jenkins

This scene presents a strong center of interest, the fishing boat,
supported by the intricate surrounding details of other rigging and
marine equipment in the background. The calm sea water in the
foreground offers a nice contrast and invites the viewer into the
scene. A good balance of warm colors around the subject frames it
nicely for the viewer. Nice job.
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This painting uses dramatic design and bold colors to portray one of
nature's wonders. The striking background supports the subject well
and adds excitement. The textured green foliage suggests the bird
may be perched on a branch in his natural habitat, which could
account for his happy attitude.

This compelling portrait engages the viewer with a relaxed natural
pose and a direct gaze. The soft colors, limited palette, sensitive line
work, and use of diffuse lighting come together in this stunning
portrait of a very young boy. Nice work.

This close-up abstracted landscape
immediately draws attention for its
bright colors and bold dramatic
shapes. The complexity and variety of
colors applied within each blade of
grass keep the viewer in the

painting. The interplay of strong
vertical and diagonal lines also creates
long lasting interest, like pieces of a
puzzle. Congratulations on a very
successful painting.
